Local Research Efforts 
The Ohio Buckeye Chapter is proud 
to be the recipient of one of the 
largest investments in MS research 
in the country.  More than $10.6 
million has been invested in Central 
and Northeastern Ohio institutions 
to support 36 research projects 
through 2012.  Investigators from 
Baldwin Wallace College, Case Western 
Reserve University, the Cleveland 
Clinic Foundation and The Ohio State 
University have dedicated themselves 
to producing significant advances 
in the diagnosis, rehabilitation and 
symptomatic therapies for people 
with all forms of MS.  These MS-related 
research efforts are leading to better 
treatments for people with MS and 
bringing the National MS Society 
closer to the goal of achieving a world 
free of MS.
